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2. Military Law: Two years after the enactment of -Don't Ask - Don't TeIlN, Pentagon documents
and interviews with service members show that military leaders are continuing to ask some
troops about their sexual orientation. In addition, they are talking to the soldier's parents,
friends, and therapists. Pentagon figures show that in the fiscal year that ended on October 1,
1995, the Army, Navy, and Marines discharged 488 service members for homosexuality. This
reflects .·17%· increase over the previous year.
